Dimensional metallic markings trace across the surface, 
catching the light and accentuating the design’s 

sculptural quality.



Technical Information

Material and Technique
Printed and hand-finished on Silk.

Dimensions

Height - Panels are supplied 150mm/6” higher than specified wall height. Standard panel height is up to 4300mm/14ft. 
Taller panels are available with a surcharge.

Width - Standard panel width 915mm/36” plus trim.

Fromental wallcoverings are hand-made to order, tailored for each room.  From supplied elevations and floor plan, we will place the design and panel 
seaming to ensure optimal installation.
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02 Broncegrun
The varying shades of celadon and blush pink in our 
Broncegrun colourway blend softly together. The satu-
rated silk ground is embellished with bronze markings, 
accentuating its metal-like look.

03 Kristall
Soft blush and rose tones wash across the silk ground, 
evoking the luminous quality of Loetz glass. Delicate 
white acrylic markings scatter over the surface, catch-
ing the light as the viewer moves.

01 Brilliantopal
A painterly veil of turquoise and lavender on white silk, 
inscribed with gilded metal leaf markings that appear 
to flutter when light is illuminates its surface.
